5. Strip two (2) leads from luminaire pigtail. Using two (2) silicone filled
safety connectors (provided), connect leads from luminaire to main
supply cable leads.

The operating voltage range for this LED luminaire is 6 - 15 volt AC. The Vista electronic driver ensures the LED operates at the infended lumen output
while receiving voltage as low as 6 volfs, and as high as 15 VAC, resulting in a balanced lumen oufput from the first fixture to the last. Eliminating the
dimness issues often attributed to voltage drop.

Note: Operating voltage range for LED luminaries will vary depending on model, style and total number of LEDs. To help determine the operating
voltage range for each Vista luminaire, always consult factory’s specification sheet and/or installation instructions before installation.

LED ENGINE INSTALLATION/REPLACEMENT:

1. To prevent electrical shock, disconnect transformer from electrical
supply before service.

2. Loosen thumb screws from luminaire shade.

3. Remove shade and lens assembly to expose LED engine.

4. Remove stainless steel locking/expansion ring.

5. Pull out field replaceable LED engine assembly.

6. Disconnect connector assembly.

7. Connect new field replaceable LED engine fo connector assembly.

8. Reinstall LED engine and secure with stainless steel locking/expansion ENCLOSURE FOR
rng.

9. Reinstall shade and lens assembly and fighten thumb screws.
