2. Strip the two leads from luminaire pigtail. Using the two safety connectors 

(provided), connect leads from luminaire to main supply cable leads.
NOTE: Luminaire is supplied with 15’ of 18-2 cable pigtail for secure connection 
to main supply cable.
3. Provide power to luminaire and check for proper operation.

REFLECTOR INSTALLATION:

NOTE: Your Vista model 4217 is provided with a  spread reflector to disperse 
light out the sides of the luminaire giving a wash effect if desired. Follow 
instructions below  for installation.
1. To prevent electrical shock, disconnect transformer from electrical supply 

before installation.

2. Loosen the lens screws and remove lens and O-ring. 
3. Insert reflector into lens, slipping the square holes in reflector onto the round 

pegs in lens.  
4. Clean O-ring and channel and re-install O-ring.
5. Re-install lens and tighten the screws evenly.

LAMP INSTALLATION/REPLACEMENT:

CAUTION: LUMINAIRE IS RATED AT 12 VOLT AC. DO NOT CONNECT 
LUMINAIRE TO ANY OTHER VOLTAGE.
CAUTION: Do not exceed maximum wattage marked on luminaire label.
1. To prevent electrical shock, disconnect transformer from electrical supply 

before service.
2. Remove fixture from water and allow to dry.
3. Remove screws from lens cover.

4. Remove lens to expose lamp.
5. Replace lamp with correct wattage and type marked on fixture label.
NOTE: DO NOT touch lamp with bare hands. Always use soft cloth to handle 
lamp.
6. Re-install lens, gasket, and cover then tighten screws evenly and securely.
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The operating voltage range for this LED luminaire is 6 - 15 volt AC.  The Vista electronic driver ensures the LED operates at the intended lumen output while 
receiving voltage as low as 6 volts, and as high as 15 VAC, resulting in a balanced lumen output from the first fixture to the last. Eliminating the dimness issues 
often attributed to voltage drop.      
Note: Operating voltage range for LED luminaries will vary depending on model, style and total number of LEDs. To help determine the operating voltage range 
for each Vista luminaire, always consult factory’s specification sheet and/or installation instructions before installation.

LED ENGINE INSTALLATION/REPLACEMENT:

1. To prevent electrical shock, disconnect transformer from electrical supply 
before service.

2. Remove fixture from water and allow to dry.
3. Remove stainless steel screws from top of fixture.
4. Remove fixture lens cover.
5. Slide field replaceable LED engine assembly out of engine mounting bracket.
6. Disconnect connector assembly.
7. Connect new field replaceable LED engine to connector assembly.
8. Re-install LED engine assembly into engine mounting bracket.
9. Re-install lens cover taking care to assure proper seating of the silicone 

O-ring.
10. Tighten stainless steel screws.
